· Knowledge of cropping and downsizing photos
· Personal initiative and good judgment

· Knowledge of the workings of the Chapter or at least a willingness to learn

· Logical thinkers who are detail-oriented with slightly anal-retentive tendencies a plus

The software currently being used to produce the website includes Dreamweaver, Photoshop Elements and other standard office products (e.g. MS Word). Other software such as Front Page can also be used. 
Training will be provided and the job will be comfortably transitioned – not dumped on you to figure out alone.

The time commitment is flexible depending on your level of interest, and varies throughout the year (e.g. it’s busiest at the beginning and end of the season and less busy during the season). Average 1 hour per week to do the basics. More personal initiative in adding content would be in addition to that.
